ADVANCED CANINE GOOD CITIZEN TEST (CGCA)

READ THIS THOROUGHLY!

THEN CONTACT ME FOR AN APPOINTMENT!

YOU NEED TO BRING:  proof of rabies (certificate or tag) and  proof of vaccinations, dog license, grooming tool (brush/comb/mitt),  and fee to evaluator, 6’ leash, buckle/snap collar (no prongs/head halters) or a harness and a healthy dog that is CLEAN and neat in appearance. 

Flat Buckle/Snap collar or regular harness (no training harnesses) only!  No exceptions.

           PAYMENT MUST BE CASH, NO CHECKS.

All evaluation fees are to be collected PRIOR to evaluation.  

As of 1/1/15 CGCA is $20
This is PER HANDLER and dog.

CGCA is now an AKC recognized TITLE that can be added to your dog’s title record.

After passing the CGCA, write on the part you send to AKC “official title” and send $20 to AKC.  You will also receive the certificate.  
DURING THE TEST:  loose leash on all exercises, no food, elimination (bathroom) is a failure, no leash corrections, you may repeat verbal commands and talk to your dog in a friendly tone.    No treats!

The dog is not permitted to jump on ANYONE/DOG/ANYTHING.

Handler must demonstrate total control of dog in a very humane way.

You must supply the 6’ leash.  No longer, no shorter, no retractable leashes.

Absolutely no eliminating during the evaluation even if test is outdoors.

If the evaluator observes your dog, at anytime before or during the evaluation, growling, snapping, biting, attacking or any attempts to attack another person or dog you will be dismissed from the testing area and no refund will be given.  If such an observation is after you and your dog pass, then you will be reported to AKC  by the evaluator.  Remember once you arrive on site the evaluator is observing everything.

!!!!!NO nose to nose dog contact, or nose to any other part dog contact during the evaluation.

This is a great place to use your “annh” or “leave it” command.

***You have only two opportunities to try each exercise in order to PASS this evaluation.

Please be sure your dog is trained and really ready for this evaluation.

Absolutely no bitches in season permitted anywhere near the evaluation.

You must wait at least 21 days after your female started her season to be evaluated.

Be sure to bathe her very good before you arrive.

If your dog is on an antibiotic or other medication it should NOT be evaluated.

Wait until the medication is finished at least by a week.

THE TEST:

1. DOG STAND, SITS OR LIES DOWN AND WAITS UNDER CONTROL WHILE THE OWNER sits at registration table and fills out paperwork OR owner sits and has a snack or visits with another person (ie. At a park).  Dog MUST stay in
position until evaluator says otherwise.

2. DOG WALKS ON A LOOSE LEASH IN A NATURAL SITUATION AND DOES NOT PULL.  Make a left turn, right turn, stop, walk at a fast and slow pace.
3. DOG WALKS ON A LOOSE LEASH THOUGH A CROWD, at a show or class, in the community, on a sidewalk fair on a busy trail or hallway.
4. DOG WALKS PAST DISTRACTIONS AND DOES NOT PULL at a show or class.  2 foot apart from another dog.        Dog should walk on a loose leash with handler.
5. SIT STAY IN SMALL GROUP.  Owners are in an informal circle having a conversation.  Dogs are on owner’s left side on leash 3feet apart for at least 30 seconds. 

6. DOG ALLOWS PERSON WHO IS CARRYING SOMETHING (BACKPACK TOTE TO APPROACH AND PET IT. Person walks up and sits bag down and asks to pet dog.  Dog cannot jump or cower.
7. LEAVE IT.  DOG WALKS BY FOOD AND FOLLOWS OWNER INSTRUCTIONS TO LEAVE IT. This food can be placed by evaluator on the floor or in a dish.

8. DOWN OR SIT STAY AT 20FOOT DISTANCE.  Dog is on a 20foot line.  Owner walks away with back to dog, picks up an item (bag, clipboard, chair) and returns to dog.    Dog must stay.
9. RECALL WITH DISTRACTIONS PRESENT.  Dog is on a 20foot line.  Owner walks away with back to dog, picks up an item (bag, clipboard, chair) and waits to call dog.    Dog must stay until called.  Dog must come to handler.

10. DOG WILL SIT OR STAND STAY WHILE OWNER ENTERS/EXITS A    

      DOORWAY OR NARROW PASSAGEWAY.  Owner calls dog through door when  

      ready.  Owner may choose to send the dog through first and have the dog wait for  

     owner, and dog must walk next to owner through passageway.  Dog must not pull and 
     must be under good control. Think of the handler having a leash in one hand and a cup 
     of coffee in the other.
ONCE YOU’VE READ AND UNDERSTAND THE ABOVE AND BELIEVE YOUR DOG IS TRULY READY TO PASS SUCH A TEST THEN…………
